Investing in nutrition is not only a moral imperative.  It is an economic imperative too.  

Recent evidence from the World Obesity Federation shows that overweight and obesity is estimated to cost countries about 1.8% of GDP in 2019; If not controlled, this will double to 3.6% by 2060.

As our Managing Director, Mari, pointed out, COVID-19 is exacerbating the situation. The heightened poverty, and health service and food system disruptions due to the COVID-19 crisis are adding an estimated $44 billion additional economic losses annually. 

Therefore, looking ahead, we need to work together to develop new approaches to nutrition financing.

First we must shift financing emphasis to the country level.  

Secondly countries need not only more resources but also better investments; The strategic expansion and use of catalytic financing from the Japan Trust Fund can help improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the investments in many different ways.

For example, by supporting fiscal policies such as taxation on unhealthy foods; or repurposing agricultural subsidies,

Another new and important approach is to leverage the private sector and venture capital resources to shape markets towards healthier food systems. Food systems are critical in improving nutrition outcomes, advancing global health, economic and climate change agenda.

Japan Trust Fund for Scaling Up Nutrition has been instrumental to advancing the nutrition agenda, playing a strong catalytic role – that no other funding mechanisms have done.

Phase I generated country demand for nutrition investments and paved the way for Phase II where the World Bank nutrition portfolio grew by 100-fold from 10 million US$ in 2012 to 1.2 billion US$ in 2021.

Phase II also supported the consolidation of the strategic direction towards Tokyo Nutrition for Growth Summit through in-country capacity building and evidence generation to support of strategic investments for better outcomes.

With the Phase III to come, we are ready to deploy the resources most strategically to catalyze post-N4G scale-up of nutrition investments and actions, which will play a critical role in achieving the global nutrition targets and SDGs.

I would like to highlight an example of a new report that we developed with support from Japan Trust Fund, which provides concrete suggestions on how to leverage the Universal Health Coverage platform to improve the delivery of quality nutrition services where and when needed.  

For example, we need to explicitly integrate a well-defined package of nutrition services within the UHC package in each country.

We need a long-term financing strategy for preventive health and nutrition services

We also need to invest in a system to track both financial performance and service coverage so that countries can continue to improve efficiency, effectiveness and equity of nutrition investments.  Japan Trust Fund has supported the roll out of the Nutrition Public Expenditure Reviews and allocative efficiency analysis using the Optima Nutrition tool. 

Collectively these well-informed strategies and system building efforts help maximize the impact with the resources allocated.  Catalytic financing resources are critical to make this happen.

GFF focuses on both direct and indirect support for nutrition, focusing on evidence based actions, integrated delivery and a multi-sectoral approach, through health financing reforms and systems strengthening.

By committing up to 30% of GFF country investments by 2025 on nutrition activities GFF aims to 
Improve accountability by providing the financing and technical assistance to build nutrition-responsive budgeting systems.
Launch a new nutrition innovative financing tool to attract increased funding from the private sector.

How did Japan Trust Fund and GFF help set in motion the scale-up of nutrition investments?

Let me show you a few examples of countries in action.

Senegal is considered Africa’s success story.  It was the only country in Africa that met the MDG nutrition targets by putting in place a multi-sectoral strategy, and adequate financing for nutrition. And by the way, I am currently traveling on my way to Dakar, Senegal.

As you see in the graph on the left, despite the macroeconomic challenges in the 1990s and early 2000’s Senegal still managed to reduce childhood malnutrition.  

This success is driven by a focus on evidence, strong political will and carefully constructed investment cases for nutrition supported by domestic budget allocations and IDA financing.  The Japan Trust Fund and GFF have been critical in supporting these catalytic actions that enabled the government to invest smartly and efficiently.

Rwanda is another very good example where Japan Trust Fund and GFF supported the scale up of large nutrition-contributing programs across sectors, including health, social protection, basic education and Agriculture, with US35m$ of innovative financing support from The Power of Nutrition.

Japan Trust Fund, The Power of Nutrition and GFF supported this multi-sectoral scale-up by:  
Identifying determinants of malnutrition across sectors
Developing a set of best-buy health and nutrition interventions that needed to be scaled up
Targeting the most vulnerable children; and 
Leveraging other large resources such as 35m$ from the Power of Nutrition and additional support from UNICEF

Again these catalytic actions not only helped the scale-up by mobilizing resources, but also solidified the government’s ownership of the program and informed the policy dialogue and leveraged an additional 400m$ human capital operation.

We have more countries following the path of Senegal and Rwanda where catalytic financing can play a big role.  

Going Forward, Japan Trust Fund for Nutrition will continue to:
Fill critical knowledge gaps
Making a strong case for nutrition investments in countries
Developed systems and capacity needed for operational scale-up
Enhanced the operational quality and efficiency
and 
Supported innovative approaches to nutrition improvement

Overall, catalytic financing enables us to provide critical knowledge and capacity building support to improve the efficiency of investments, which will in turn enable more sustainable financing for nutrition.

These catalytic actions have helped and will continue to generate demands for nutrition investments that can be fulfilled with both domestic and IDA/IBRD resources.
